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STEP 2: INSTALL NEW LOCK

Place the new lock face out into the channel.

Ensure the lock faceplate is flush with the

panel. Screw the lock in using the screws
- provided.

NOTES:

« Check that the latch bevel faces the
strikes on the jamb and is the same as the
one that you are removing

« Confirm that the panic release

- function is on the interior side of the lock.

* You do not need to remove the torx-

head screws.
